Window of Hope/Come Share the View

Window of Hope/Come Share the View, an art exhibit of work by sixteen women living at the YWCA Columbus Women’s Residency opens on Monday, August 24, 2009 at the Fresh Air Gallery, 131 N. High St. with an opening reception from 5:30-7 p.m. on Monday.
All of these women are survivors of domestic violence. This exhibit is a window for sharing their images of hope, survival, and strength.
InSul Kim, an award-winning doctoral student in art education at Ohio State, is coordinator of the exhibition. In March 2008, she went to California to earn a certificate from “A Window Between Worlds,” to lead a community-based arts program for women victims of domestic violence. Her art workshop with the YWCA women has been running since May 2009. 

“My interest is providing women who have experienced domestic violence to regain their sense of community through art, as a form of storytelling. Breaking the silence is the first step toward recovery and restoring their sense of order and justice,” Kim explains. 

She adds, “Art can serve as a powerful vehicle toward communication and healing when words and discussions fall short. I hope this exhibit can provide the women a safe place for sharing their stories.”
The exhibition runs through Friday, August 28. Gallery hours are Monday – Friday, 8 a.m. – 5:30 pm.
